It's that time of the year, the summer break
where if we are wise, we are busy finding
good resources for fall programming. It's a
good idea to take a moment to assess
where the church you are serving is in its
 discipleship process. Knowing where you
are and where you would like to go this
year will help you choose materials that will create the
opportunity. Remember, there is no super program, study
or experience that will transform your people. Having a
vision, praying for direction, and choosing good materials
can help create that opportunity. Here are a few sugges-
tions:

From the tool kit 2010:

Charting the Course — a process where you and
leadership you identify work through defining disciple-
ship in your local church and the opportunity to develop
a plan that, in partnership with the Holy Spirit, will make
disciples of Jesus Christ.

Embracing the Journey — a small group study. Five v
weeks in length and will introduce the basics of spiritual
formation.

Feeding on the Word — a small group study. Five
weeks in length will discuss meditating and praying with
Scripture.

The Way of Transforming Discipleship- a small group
study, Five weeks in length will explore central ele-
ments in the journey of discipleship.

From the tool kit 2009:

Opening Ourselves to Grace — a four week DVD study
for small groups on the means of grace in the Wesleyan
Tradition. Also included a six week study that can be
used in conjunction with the DVD or on its own. This is
an excellent resource for churches that are starting the
small group process as it requires little preparation.

The Way of Grace - a nine week small group study
that explores grace in eight encounters between Jesus
and others as described in John’s Gospel.

Reclaiming the Wesleyan Tradition-this is a personal
favorite of mine! This is a twelve week study of John
Wesley's sermons and their application for today. This
requires some commitment to work your way through
the language but it puts Wesley’s sermons into a whole
new generations hands.

All of these materials are already in your hands! If you
do not have these tool kits, please contact Sharon in the
District Office. She has extra tool kits on hand.

If you are looking for something else, why not try Un-
binding Your Church by Martha Grace Reese. There
are several books in this series that help you reach every
member of your church to re-energize an evangelistic,
outreach passion. Unbinding Your Church is the pas-
tor/leaders guide with sermon topics and overall goals
and planning for the implementation of the program.
Unbinding the Gospel is a 10 week study for leadership
of your church prior to implementation church wide.
Unbinding your Heart is the All church study and per-
sonal prayer journal. Want your folks to do outreach
better? This could be the study for you.

Still haven't hit on your topic? What about the Wesley
Ministry Network materials? They are all DVD studies
with workbooks and last about 10 weeks in length. My
current favorite is Simply Christian by N.T. Wright.
Discussions include the Christian view on such topics as
justice and spirituality, worship and prayer, Jesus and
Holy Spirit. Available through Cokesbury.

| am a huge fan of the Disciple series, information also
available in your tool kits. These are for those of you
who are interested in longer studies, last about 34 weeks
in length. Disciple I -1V are all well done and focus on
either the whole or particular sections of the Bible. This
is a study focused on the “head” part of discipleship,
knowledge of Scripture and tradition. This is great infor-
mation for everyone especially those who will go on to
teach in your local church.

There is a relatively new study much like the Disciple
series entitled Jesus in the Gospels. Also running
about 34 weeks, this is a study based on what we learn
about Jesus as he is revealed in the four Gospel ac-
counts.
